	Baaa, baaa, baaa, baaabaaa…  Fa la baaa, fa la baaaa, baaaabaaabaaa!

	Try it again with more feeling.

	Whacka, whacka Quaaack…..

	Day after day, Farmer Brown kept a very close eye on the animals.  He watched them from the left, the right, and even watched in disguise.

	Outside the barn, night after night, he heard:

	Dooby, dooby, moo… Fa la, la, la baaaa… Whacka, whacka Quack….

	Inside the barn, night after night, the animals rehearsed.

	Three of the judges were clearly impressed.  It was time for the pigs’ interpretive dance.  But they were sound asleep.

	Shloink oink, oink, oink, oink, oink.

	Narrator 2
	All of the judges were clearly annoyed.

	Duck really wanted that trampoline.  He jumped on stage and sang, “ Born to Be Wild.”*

	Quack, Quack, Quack, Quuuaaaaaackk!
